	YOUTH IN ACTION - Action 1: Youth for Europe
Youth for Europe aims to reinforce the active civic participation of young people by supporting appropriate exchanges, mobility and initiatives for young people and their projects. More precisely, it aims to increase mobility of young people by supporting Youth Exchanges, and to develop young people's citizenship and mutual understanding by supporting Youth Initiatives, projects and activities concerning their participation in democratic life.
It is Action 1 of the five actions within the Youth in Action programme. 
Youth for Europe supports the following measures.
1.1. YOUTH EXCHANGES

  What: an opportunity for one or more groups of young people to host or to be hosted by a group from another country in order to participate together in a joint programme of activities. The focus is on multilateral group mobility activities but bilateral Youth Exchanges are not excluded. Any exchange must involve at least two different Programme Countries of which at least one is an EU Member State.
The groups plan together their Youth Exchange around a theme of mutual interest, e.g.participation of young people in society, racism, xenophobia, local heritage, evironment or drug abuse etc. 

Duration: the exchange activity must be between 6 and 21 days. 

Participants: groups of young people aged between 13 and 25 from a programme country (up to 20% of participants in group between 26 and 30 years old). A youth exchange must have a minimum of 16 and a maximum of 60 participants - group leaders not included. 

Who can apply: non-profit organisations or associations from one of the Programme Countries, or by informal groups of young people
1.2. YOUTH INITIATIVES 

  What: a project where young people participate actively and directly in activities of their own devising in which they play the key roles, in order to develop their initiative, enterprise and creativity. It is initiated, set up and carried out by young people themselves. This Action supports projects designed at local, regional or national level. It also supports networking of similar projects in different countries, in order to strengthen their European aspect and to enhance cooperation and exchanges of experiences between young people. The theme or area chosen for the project is of interest and relevance to the group of young people themselves and also to the local community.
National Youth Initiatives: projects developed by a single group in their country of residence 
Transnational Youth Initiatives: projects realised in common by two or more groups from different countries 

  Duration: the initiatives must last between 3 and 18 months, including preparation, implementation, evaluation and follow-up. 

Participants: young people between 18 and 30 from a programme country. Young people from the age of 15 may be admitted if accompanied by a coach. 

  Who can apply: non-profit organisations, associations or groups of at least 4 young people from a programme country.
1.3. YOUTH DEMOCRACY PROJECTS 

What: A Youth Democracy Project is a project developed by a European partnership, allowing the pooling, at European level, of ideas, experiences and methodologies from projects or activities at local, regional, national or international level, in order to improve young people's participation.
The projects must have a thematic concept, i.e. clearly focusing on the general priorities of the Youth in Action Programme, active participation of young people, cultural diversity, European citizenship or social inclusion or on the topics of the future of Europe or the political priorities identified in the framework of European co-operation in the youth field. 

Duration: the project, including preparation, implementation, evaluation and follow-up, must be between 3 and 18 months, 

Participation: It is open to young people between 13 and 30. Any Youth Democracy Project must have a minimum of 16 participants 

Who can apply: non profit organisations or associations from one of the Programme Countries, local, regional, or national authorities or any informal group of young people.
Promoters should be from at least 2 different Programme Countries, of which at least one is from an EU country. There must be minimum 2 promoters per country involved in the project. Promoters should be independent.
Youthpass: Every participant in a Youth Exchange, a Youth Initiative is entitled to receive a Youthpass, which describes and validates the non-formal learning experience. Through the Youthpass the European Commission ensures that the experience with the Programme is recognised as an educational experience and a period of non-formal learning and informal learning.
Application deadlines: 

· The vast majority of applications will processed at national level by the National Agencies. Projects are selected by national selection panels, which are composed of people familiar with the youth field and youth activities, for example members of National Youth Councils.
For projects that are selected at national level, there are three application deadlines a year: 1 February, 1 May, 1 October. 

· Only a limited number of specific project types are dealt with directly at the European level and will be mostly selected by the Executive Agency. These include, among others, applications for projects submitted by organisations from Partner countries in South East Europe and those submitted by European non-governmental organisations having member branches in at least 8 countries.
· For all projects selected at European level (in 1.1, 1.3), there are three application deadlines a year: 1 February, 1 June, 1 September.
The Programme Countries are: 

· 27 EU Member States, the EFTA (Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway and Switzerland), Turkey, Croatia  and third countries that have signed agreements with the Community relevant to the youth field.

YOUTH IN ACTION - Action 2 : European Voluntary Service
The European Voluntary Service - EVS gives the opportunity to young people between the ages of 18 and 30 to take part individually or in groups in a voluntary activity abroad that benefits the general public. The voluntary service takes place in another country, for a period of 2 to 12 months (long term).It is Action 2 of the five actions within the Youth in Action programme.
What: An EVS project involves a partnership between three partners: a volunteer, a sending organisation and a host organisation.
An EVS activity can take place in a variety of areas: culture, youth, sports, social care, cultural heritage, arts, civil protection, environment, development cooperation, etc.
Individual EVS activity:

· involves only one volunteer, one sending organisation and one host organisation. 

· offers an intensive learning experience, individualised support, high impact on personal development and strong integration opportunities with the local community.
Group EVS activity: 

· allows volunteers to take part collectively in a voluntary activity at local, regional, national, European or international level and to benefit from individual and group learning experiences. 

· up to 100 volunteers can participate in the same host organisation or - split up in smaller sub-groups - in different host organisations. 

· has to ensure a group character for both the learning processes and the service for the benefit of the community, and also has to ensure a common thematic approach and regular contacts among the volunteers.
Duration: The EVS activity abroad should have a minimum duration of 2 months and a maximum overall duration of 12 months (excluding preparation and evaluation). 
Participants: 

· volunteers are aged between 18 and 30, and have to be legally resident in a Programme Country or in a Partner Country. Certain activities may admit young people from 16 years of age.

This sub-Action concerns cooperation in the field of youth, in particular the exchange of good practice with Partner Countries from other parts of the world. It encourages exchanges and training of young people and youth workers, partnerships and networks of youth organisations. 
The current call for proposals aims to support projects promoting the mobilisation and awareness-raising of young people towards global issues such as environmental challenges, youth unemployment and climate change.
The aim is:

· to improve the mobility of young people and youth workers as well as youth employability;

· να φέρει σε επαφή άτομα από τοπικές κοινωνίες από όλη την Ευρώπη, ώστε να συμμεριστούν και να ανταλλάξουν εμπειρίες, απόψεις και αξίες, να αποκομίσουν διδάγματα από την ιστορία και να οικοδομήσουν το μέλλον, 

· να υποστηρίξει τη δράση, τη συζήτηση και τον προβληματισμό που συνδέεται με την ιδιότητα του ευρωπαίου πολίτη και τη δημοκρατία, τις κοινές αξίες, την κοινή ιστορία και τον κοινό πολιτισμό, μέσω της συνεργασίας στο πλαίσιο των οργανώσεων της κοινωνίας των πολιτών σε ευρωπαϊκό επίπεδο, να φέρει την Ευρώπη πιο κοντά στους πολίτες της, μέσω της προώθησης των αξιών και των επιτευγμάτων της Ευρώπης, με παράλληλη διαφύλαξη της μνήμης του παρελθόντος της,

Citizens’ projects are expected to: 

· Collect the opinion of citizens on some key European challenges for the future; 

· Explore new methodologies capable of promoting active interaction and discussion between citizens on matters related to EU policies that affect their daily life; 

· Create mechanisms that allow European citizens to develop civic competences, to formulate their views and opinions on the European integration process in the form of recommendations for policy makers at European level; 

· Encourage the dialogue between European citizens and the institutions of the EU, empowering citizens as regards EU policies and their impact, and ensuring appropriate follow up of citizens' opinions by the EU institutions. 

Number of participants: A project must involve a minimum of 200 participants. 

Budget:  Minimum eligible grant for a project: 100 000 EUR  Maximum eligible grant for a project: 250 000 EUR 

Maximum project duration is 12 months.

Measure 2.2 Support measures 

This measure aims at supporting the activities which may lead to the establishment of long-lasting partnerships and networks reaching a significant number of different stakeholders promoting active Europe citizenship, thus contributing to provide a better response to the programmes‟ objectives and maximizing the overall programme impact and effectiveness. 

Support measures are expected to finance activities implemented by the structures such as platforms and networks targeting to develop and strengthen all programme‟s actions thus contributing to smooth programme implementation and assuring the large transnational coverage in favor of potential programme‟s stakeholders by means of the following types of activities: 

· Training sessions enabling the potential Europe for Citizens Programme applicants to develop their knowledge and skills in running good quality projects; 

· Information sessions promoting the Europe for Citizens Programme or its specific measure and targeting exchanges of experience and best practices among the current and potential programme‟s stakeholders; 

· Creating platforms facilitating partner search and networking among current and potential Europe for Citizens Programme stakeholders. 

Budget: Minimum eligible grant for a project: 30.000 EUR  Maximum eligible grant for a project: 100.000 EUR 

At least 2 events per project have to be foreseen 

Maximum project duration is 12 months.
